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1.Be arole model

Kids learn through imitation. They observe everything and learn from the environment. It's important that you
must showcase same behaviour what you are expecting from the child. Monitor your own behaviour, choice
of words, actions, gestures, tone of your communication, etc. For example, if you want your child to say
'please’, say it yourself.

2. Express your feelings

The children must know how her/his behaviour affects you helps them see their own feelings in yours. If you
start sentences with 'I', it gives your child the chance to see things from your perspective. For example, 'I'm
getting upset because there is so much noise that | can't talk on the phone'.

3. Praise in public and punish in private

Whenever your chileki behavinng“r“a desired and expeeted way, you give her/him'some positive feedback. For
example, \m 've cleaned your table so nicely. | really like the way you're keeping all.the books at the
proper placé,Praise. with pesitive words and encourage the child to repeat good actions. Do not scold /

punish yourghild a’t develops inferiority.gomplex. It mayalsoresultin poor confidence level in the child.

4. Be empathetic

There is a difference.in yo;ﬂ@%inking as compared to the child. Many a time your expectations are not
even clearto the child and she/he is unaware of the desired behaviour. You must understand their side of story
before jumping to conclusions. Put yourself into their shoes and then deal the situation.

5. Pay attention and listen actively

Lots of Teacher/ Parent ignore while the child is talking to them. You might be busy in an important work but
the child doesn't understand it until you explain. It's better to listen actively and show your child that you value
her/his conversation. It can even diffuse potential temper tantrums.

6. Always keep promises
When you follow through on your promises, good or bad, your child learns to trust and respect you. It
teaches the child to stand tall with commitment and also motivates to put efforts.
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
