Jhe &rful and scented ones are not to be used, as they are hard. They also leave
blackish rrg and rubber component when used as compared to white erasers. They
havhss glldmg factor which leads to too much of friction and hence tears the sheet off.
Let the student learn about using the eraser from its tip, usage of entire erase to be
avoided.

Some of the kids have tendency to erase the entire word / letter for a small mistake. Students
must be taught to erase only the part which has error.

Don'tuse eraser which have become dirty due to food, oil etc.

Don'tletthe student chew orlick the erasers, it may harm them.
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
